On Wednesday, April 20, 2011 Survivors, Inc. took to the streets of Gettysburg to speak out against 

sexual violence.  Sixteen people marched from HACC, Gettysburg campus on Old Harrisburg Road, past 

Gettysburg College (where four students joined the march on Carlisle Street) to the Lutheran 

Theological Seminary on Seminary Ridge.  A total of twenty marchers shouted chants such as, òOut of 

the halls/Into the streets/We wonõt be raped/We wonõt be beató and ò2-4-6-8 No more date rape.ó  

Upon arriving at the performance platform at the Seminary, the marchers were joined by ten others for a 

rally.  The rally consisted of speeches from Melissa Mattson, Survivors, Inc. Community Education 

Specialist, Sue Witushynsky, Gettysburg Hospital SANE nurse & Lee Silver speaking on the male 

perspective of sexual violence.  Several community members also read poetry.  Survivors, Inc. Board of 

Directors Chair, Carol Miller spoke about the impact of sexual violence in her life as retired law 

enforcement.  Participants had the opportunity to view The Clothesline Project and The Shoe Project.  

The Clothesline Project is a display of t-shirts made by survivors of domestic and sexual violence.  Each 

color shirt represents the type of violence that person experienced; white for those murdered, blue for 

those effected by child sexual abuse, yellow for those battered, red for those raped.  The Shoe Project is 

a display of shoes, each with a story attached giving the reader an opportunity to metaphorically walk in 

those shoes. 
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
