SURVIVORS TO MOVE ADMIN OFFICES TO CLAUDIA HOUSE

Renovations have begun inside the Claudia House Shelter in preparation of the Administrative Offices move
scheduled to take place early January 2011. As stated in the last newsletter we are consolidating locations
in order to put more money towards our services to our clients.

Unfortunately this also means the lost of our Administrative Assistant, Anna Shafer. Anna has been with
Survivors, Inc. for 27 years. She has seen a lot of changes at Survivors, Inc. and through it all she helped the
organization become what it is today. Anna will be refiring at the end of the year. In her honor a tree will
be planted in the Claudia House backyard and marked by a rock with her name on it. We wish her the best
of luck. She will be missed.

This consolidation will also give us a soundproof counseling room. It will be an adjustment sharing offices
and having Terri and Brandy here but all of us at Survivors, Inc. are excited for the move. Along with
this excitement is apprehension to becoming a public model. Up to this point Claudia House has always
been in an undisclosed location. With the administrative offices joining the shelter the public will become
aware of its location. However, public models of domestic violence shelters more often than not are just as
safe as undisclosed ones. When neighbors know they live next door to a domestic violence shelter they will
report any suspicious activity to the police or shelter staff. Staff are vigilant of their safety and the safety of
our clients. More victims come forward when they know there is a place for them to go when they leave
their batterers. Now becoming a public model does not mean there will be a sign out front advertising our
location. We will still have a PO Box and that address will continue to be used on our brochures, newsletter,
and other items distributed to the public. Our number one priority will always be the safety of our clients.

As part of their community outreach, a group of boys and girls from Lincoln Elementary School in
Gettysburg painted pumpkins for Survivors on Monday, October 4th.

LEGISLATIVE UPDATES FROM PCADV
House Bill 60 establishing the PA Housing Trust Fund PASSED and signed by Governor Rendell! This bill provides for
targeted investment into housing for vulnerable persons--those with very low incomes, people with disabilities, elderly people--and
resources to prevent homelessness.
House Bill 1639, the custody reform billed, passed and signed by the Governor! This bill prioritizes safety from abuse in
several core provisions.
HB 101, the education bill that contained dating violence education provisions, already passed both chambers but was vetoed
by the Governor for reasons unrelated to the dating violence ed parts. The House and Senate then voted to override the Governor's
veto. This means that HB 101 becomes law, including the dating violence education provisions!
HB 1926, which contains the "Castle Doctrine" expansion of the right to use lethal force without the duty to retreat, passed but
was later vetoed by the Governor. This is a bill we have long opposed because it runs contrary to our efforts to prevent gun violence,
and it fails to acknowledge that most violence in the home is domestic violence, which escalates to homicide when guns are involved.
